His notable command assignments include Commander of the 34 ROK Special Forces
Brigade in 2002, Commander of ROK 1st Division in 2004~2005, Commander of the Zaytun Division in Iraq in
2005~2006, Commander of 2" Corps, and Superintendent of the Korea Military Academy. After he was
promoted to four-star general, he commanded the First ROK Army in 2009~2010. He went on to serve as the
Deputy Commander of ROK-U.S. Combined Forces Command and Commander of Ground Component
Command until he became the ROK Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff.
